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Church & Congregation

The Sunday morning attendance is approximately 80.  They have restarted a youth group program that is one of very few in the area and is reaching a number of youth in the Riverside (Elk/Riverside) area. There are adult and children discipleship classes which meet for a quarter at a time. There is a senior’s luncheon that meets on the third Wednesday of each month. And the Women’s Ministry has had a weekly Bible study and annual craft sale which raised nearly $10k for OB missions and local charities last year.
The church sits on five acres of property.  The auditorium of the church has a seating capacity of 299.  There are classrooms and offices as well as a kitchen.  The church also owns a manufactured double wide building that is the office of the North County Food Pantry.  The church is debt free and has a substantial savings and checking account balance. 
Community
The community of Elk is located 25 miles north of Spokane off of Highway 2.  Many of the residents who live in the northern part of Spokane County commute to Spokane for employment.  There are also many farms as well as families who have retired to a more rural setting.  Mt. Spokane, which is about 20 miles from the church, is a beautiful location for both summer and winter activities from hiking to skiing.  The area also has many lakes around it for family outings, fishing and hunting.  

Pastoral Candidates
The church desires a pastor who will be a good teacher and disciple the congregation as they pursue the mission that God has for the church.  The church has a growing youth ministry and a good staff.  A pastor desiring to consider Country Church needs to have a vision for the church to make an impact in the lives of the local community.  The lead pastor position is a full-time position that includes a base salary, housing allowance, and medical.
